1.1  Strategy For An Ageing Community

Ageing Community, 2002 — 2011.

Cr Lake noted the considerable and valuable work that had gone into the planning of the
Strategy. He noted that the Strategy addressed the needs of the frailer section of the
ageing population, ie those over the age of 75. He said that further strategies needed to
be developed to engage and develop services and facilities fir the “Baby Boomers”, those
between the ages of 55 and 75.

Cr Lake said that he proposed to submit a report to the Council in the near future that
would propose such a strategy.

Cr McGill commended the Strategy and noted the “Positive Ageing” program that the
Council had commenced in the last 6 months. She added that the “Baby Boomers” were
engaging with the community via a number of avenues.

CITY DEVELOPMENT

12 The Highway Mount Waverley — Use and Development of Offices and
Reduction of Car Parking Requirements

Moved Cr Dimopoulos, Seconded Cr Banerji

Council having caused notice of planning application No. 35918 to be given under
Section 52 of the Planning and Environment Act 1987 and having considered all the
matters required under Section 60 of the Planning and Environment Act 1987 decides
to refuse the application for the planning permit under the provisions of the Monash
Planning Scheme in respect of the land known and described as 12 The Highway
Mount Waverley, for the use and development for offices and reduction in car parking
requirement on the following grounds:

1. The proposal is inconsistent with the State Planning Policy Framework,
particularly the Design and Built Form Policy at Clause 19.03

2. The proposal does not provide sufficient on-site car parking.
3. The proposal is inconsistent with the built form and character of the area.
4. The proposal will have a detrimental impact on the amenity of the area.

And directs that the applicant and each objector be given a notice of the council’s
decision to refuse the permit,

358-1360 North Road Oakleigh South — construction of a building exceeding 7
metres in height for the manufacture and sales of meat products, one internally
illuminated sign and five business signs and reduction in car space requirement.

Moved Cr McGill, Seconded Cr Dimopoulos

3. There would be an inadequate number of car spaces for the proposal.

4.  The proposed signs would create visual disorder and clutter.

Council having considered all the matters required under Section 60 of the Planning
and Environment Act 1987 decides to refuse planning application No. TPA/36225
for a planning permit under the provisions of the Monash Planning Scheme in respect
of the land known and described as 1358-1360 North Road Oakleigh South, for the
construction of a building exceeding 7 metres in height and setback from North Road
less than 13.7 metres and from Fulton Street less than 7.6 metres to be used for
industry and manufacturing sales (manufacturing, boning and sale of meat products),
one internally illuminated business identification sign and five business identification
signs, and a reduction of the car parking requirement on the following grounds:

1.  The proposed North Road and Fulton Street setbacks do not satisfy the
objective of Clause 21.07 (Industry) and 22.03 (Industry and Business
Development and Character Policy) of the Monash Planning Scheme.

2. The “retail”” component of the proposal is not incidental or ancillary to the
industrial component.

Cr McGill noted that the proposed development was in an industrial area and that
close to 50 percent of the building was to be used for retail, which would have an
impact on car parking requirements.

2. Appoint a Committee of Council comprising all Councillors to consider any
submissions received on the proposed sale at 7.30 pm, Tuesday 9 September 2008 at
the Civic Centre;

3. Authorise the Chief Executive Officer or his delegate if no submissions are received
to:

a) sell the land at the agreed valuation of $50,000;
b)  sign and seal all relevant documents related to this matter; and

C) indicate to VicRoads that no objection is raised to rezoning the land to Road
Zone 1.
