2. The proposal is out of character with the surrounding area with regards to bulk, mass and scale

3. The proposal is an overdevelopment of the site

4. The proposal does not provide a sufficient number of car parking spaces, nor is the car parking provided easily accessible.

5. The provision of waste storage and collection is unsatisfactory in terms of the allocation of appropriate storage space and the access and egress of heavy vehicles to and from the site.
6. The proposed development does not provide for an appropriate level of access for people with a disability.

7. The proposal does not provide adequate bicycle parking and facilities in accordance with Clause 52.34 of the Monash Planning Scheme.

8. The proposal would have a detrimental effect on the amenity of the surrounding area.

	1. The proposed development is not site responsive and has not paid due regard to the character of the area with regards to Clause 22.01-3 of the Monash Planning Scheme.  In particular the proposed development is out of character with the existing residential development in the area with regard to excessive mass, bulk and scale, building form, presentation, minimal street setback and high front fencing to Maroo Street.

2. Insufficient private open space is provided for each apartment and the development lacks a communal area of open space. 

3. The proposed development does not provide for an adequate number of on site car parking spaces for the expected generation of car parking on the site.

4. The proposed development will have an adverse impact on the amenity of nearby properties, in particular with regard to inappropriate visual impact and the over-spill of car parking onto the street network.

5. The proposal has been designed to minimum standards and as such presents as an overdevelopment of the site.

6. The removal of vegetation from the site, prior to the lodgement of the Planning Application is contrary to the policies contained within the Monash Planning Scheme requirements, in particular Council’s Tree Conservation Policy and the ResCode requirements.

2. The proposed development does not pay due regard to the Garden City policies within the Monash Planning Scheme particularly given the proposed front fencing, which also fails to comply with the requirements of the Section 173 Agreement on the land.

3. The proposed development will have an adverse impact on the amenity of nearby properties, in particular with regard to inappropriate visual impact and noise.
4. The proposed number of on site car parking spaces is inadequate.
5. The proposed development does not provide for an adequate level of internal amenity for future residents.
6. The proposed development does not provide for an appropriate level of access for people with a disability.

7. The proposal does not provide adequate bicycle parking and facilities in accordance with Clause 52.34 of the Monash Planning Scheme.

8. The proposed development is considered to be an overdevelopment of the site.

	The Council having caused notice of planning application No.36505 to be given under Section 52 of the Planning and Environment Act 1987 and having considered all the matters required under Section 60 of the Planning and Environment Act 1987 decides to grant a planning permit and issue a Notice of Decision to grant a permit under the provisions of the Monash Planning Scheme in respect of the land known and described as 1434 Dandenong Road, Oakleigh, for the purpose of development and use of a three (3) bay hand car wash and detailing business subject to the following conditions, including the specified standard conditions set out in the Council’s “Town Planning Standard Conditions” adopted by the Council 16 September 2003:

  

	1.

Before the development starts, three copies of amended plans drawn to scale and dimensioned, must be submitted to and approved by the Responsible Authority.  When approved the plans will be endorsed and will then form part of the permit.

The plans must be generally in accordance with the plans submitted with the application, but modified to show:

a) The relocated car staff parking space to the east of the existing building.

b) An invert or other structure constructed to the north of car parking spaces 11- 13 to reduce the risk of rolling vehicles.

c) The slope between parking space 6 and wash bay 1 shall have a gradient of 1 in 8. 

d) The queuing lanes and spaces clearly shown on the ground and marked for the use only by vehicles queuing to be washed. 

e) Steps and a clearly marked path with minimum gradient of 1:14 along the east boundary that allow customers to retrieve their vehicles from spaces 11- 13.

f) Details of replacement signage.

2.

The development as shown on the endorsed plans must not be altered without the written consent of the Responsible Authority.

3.

The use may operate only between the hours of 9.00am and 6.00pm Monday to Sunday unless the Responsible Authority gives consent in writing.
4.

The amenity of the area must not be detrimentally affected by the use or development, through the:

a) Transport of materials, goods or commodities to or from the land;

b) Appearance of any building, works or materials;

c) Emission of noise, artificial light, vibration, smell, fumes, smoke, vapour, steam, soot, ash, dust, waste water, waste products, grit or oil;

d) Presence of vermin;

5.

All on-site stormwater is to be collected from hard surface areas and must not be allowed to flow uncontrolled into adjoining properties.  The on-site drainage system must prevent discharge from driveways onto the footpath.  Such a system may include either:

a) Trench grates (175mm minimum width) located within the property; and/or

b) Shaping the driveway so that water is collected in a grated pit on the property: and/or

c) Another Council approved equivalent
6.

Direct the entire site’s stormwater drainage to the north-east corner of the property where it must be collected and free drained via a pipe to a pit in the road reserve to be constructed to Council Standards. The existing property connection may be used if found to be in a reasonable working order by Council Officers.

Note:- If the point of discharge can not be located then notify Council’s Engineering division immediately. 
7.

Any drainage work within the road reserve requires approval from Council’s Engineering Division prior to the works commencing. Three copies of the plans for the drainage works must be submitted and approved by the Engineering Division prior to the commencement of works. The plans are to show sufficient information to determine the drainage works will meet all the drainage conditions of the permit. A refundable security deposit of $1,000 is to be paid prior to the drainage works commencing.   

8.

The plans must show a drainage scheme that prevents wash water entering the stormwater drainage system. 

9.

Engineering permits must be obtained for new or altered vehicle crossings and for connections to Councils drains/ Council pits and these works are to be inspected by Council (telephone    9518 3690).
10.

The redundant vehicle crossings must be removed and the area reinstated with appropriate kerbing and channelling and then sown with grass to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority.
Multinet Gas Conditions (Reference Number OB/A/08/7500)

11.

· The concrete driveway proposed may be constructed. 

· Provided the bollards protecting the pit remain untouched.

· Provided the Gatic cover protecting the valve is at the same level and angle as the new concrete driveway.

· Jemena is contacted if any of the above cannot be achieved. 

· If the Gatic cover and valve require alteration there will be cost involved of approximately $10,000.00 to relocate it, or adjust the heights.

· Cost will be incurred if there is any damage to gas assets during construction.

The location and size of signs shown on the endorsed plans must not be altered without the written consent of the responsible Authority.

The sign must not distract drivers due to its colouring, be mistaken for a traffic signal, be able to be mistaken as an instruction to drivers or constitute a road safety hazard in any way.

Once the development has started it must be continued and completed to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority.

Crs Dimopoulos and Perri stated that the although the proposed amendment did not completely satisfying the applicant or the objector, it represented a reasonable outcome for both parties and sought to protect the amenity of the objector.

Cr Perri stated that she was very concerned about vehicles exiting properties onto Princes Highway, in the vicinity of this site.

Cr McGill expressed her concern at the proposed inclusion of Condition 16.

Cr Lake disagreed with the proposed amendments but would accept them if agreement had been reached with the Applicant.

Cr Morrissey spoke against the amendment.

  Before the development starts, three copies of amended plans drawn to scale and dimensioned, must be submitted to and approved by the Responsible Authority.  When approved the plans will be endorsed and will then form part of the permit.

The plans must be generally in accordance with the plans submitted with the application, but modified to show:

a) Car space 10 adjacent to warehouse 1 and car space 4 adjacent to warehouse 2 setback at least 1 metre from those buildings; while maintaining a minimum 7.6 metre landscape setback to those car spaces.
b) Each of the vehicle crossings widened to at least 9 metres with splays of 45 degrees to Winterton Road.

c) The electricity pole in proximity of the crossing to warehouse 3 relocated at least 2 metres from the edge of the nearest vehicle crossing.

d) The driveway and vehicle crossing to warehouse 1 relocated to be no closer than 2 metres from the trunk of the Paperbark Street tree.

e) The planting of two replacement street trees at least 3 metres away from a vehicle crossing to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority.

2.

The development as shown on the endorsed plans must not be altered without the written consent of the Responsible Authority.

3.

Before the development permitted is completed, areas set aside for parked vehicles and access lanes as shown on the endorsed plans must be:

a) constructed to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority;

b) properly formed to such levels that they can be used in accordance with the plans;

c) surfaced with an all-weather sealcoat to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority;

d) drained, maintained and not used for any other purpose to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority;

e) line-marked to indicate each car space and all access lanes to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority.

Parking areas and access lanes must be kept available for these purposes at all times.

4.

In areas set aside for car parking, measures must be taken to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority to prevent damage to fences or landscaped areas.
5.

Vehicles under the control of the operator of the use or the operator's staff must not be parked on Winterton Road or nearby roads.
6.

The loading and unloading of goods from vehicles must only be carried out on the land.
7.

Before the development starts, a site layout plan drawn to scale and dimensioned must be approved by the Responsible Authority.
The plans must show a drainage scheme providing for the collection of stormwater within the site and for the conveying of the stormwater to the nominated point of discharge.  The nominated point of discharge is the west of the property where it must be collected and free drained via a pipe to the 750mm Council drain in the naturestrip via a 900mm x 900mm junction pit to be constructed to Council standards.

If the point of discharge cannot be located then notify Council’s Engineering Division immediately.

8.

All on-site stormwater is to be collected from hard surface areas and must not be allowed to flow uncontrolled into adjoining properties.  The on-site drainage system must prevent discharge from driveways onto the footpath.  Such a system may include either:

a) a trench grate (175mm minimum internal width) located within the property; and/or

b) shaping the driveway so that water is collected in a grated pit on the property: and/or

c) another Council approved equivalent
9.

Use of Easement approval is required for the construction of the car parking spaces.  Approval will only be given subject to:

· Council and South East Water approval being obtained.

· The registration of a Section 173 Agreement on title between the owners and Council, protecting Council’s future drainage maintenance rights.

10.

No goods must be stored or left exposed outside the building so as to be visible from any public road or thoroughfare.
11.

No bin or receptacle or any form of rubbish or refuse shall be allowed to remain in view of the public and no odour shall be emitted from any receptacle so as to cause offence to persons outside the land.

12.

Adequate provision shall be made for the storage and collection of garbage and other solid wastes and these facilities are to be located on the site to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority.

13.

No equipment, services, architectural features or structures of any kind, including telecommunication facilities, other than those shown on the endorsed plans shall be permitted above the roof level of the building unless otherwise agreed to in writing by the Responsible Authority.

14.

Disabled access to the building must be provided to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority. All work carried out to provide disabled access must be constructed in accordance with Australian Standards Design for Access and Mobility AS 1428.1.

15.

A landscape plan prepared by a Landscape Architect or a suitably qualified or experienced landscape designer, drawn to scale and dimensioned must be submitted to and approved by the Responsible Authority prior to the commencement of any works. The plan must show the proposed landscape treatment of the site including:-

· the location of all existing trees and other vegetation to be retained on site

· provision of canopy trees with spreading crowns located throughout the site.

· planting to soften the appearance of hard surface areas such as driveways and other paved areas

· a schedule of all proposed trees, shrubs and ground cover, which will include the size of all plants (at planting and at maturity), their location, botanical names and the location of all areas to be covered by grass, lawn, mulch or other surface material

· the location and details of all fencing

· the extent of any cut, fill, embankments or retaining walls associated with the landscape treatment of the site

· details of all proposed hard surface materials including pathways, patio or decked areas

When approved the plan will be endorsed and will then form part of the permit.

16.

Before the occupation of the buildings allowed by this permit, landscaping works as shown on the endorsed plans must be completed to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority and then maintained to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority.
17.

Prior to occupation of the buildings allowed by this permit, the applicant shall pay to Council $760 to cover the removal, replacement and establishment of two street trees.

Notes:

1.

Building approval must be obtained prior to the commencement of the above approved works.

2.

Unless no permit is required under the planning scheme, no sign must be constructed or displayed without a further permit.
3.

Any new drainage work within the road reserve requires the approval of the Council’s Engineering Division prior to the works commencing.  Three copies of the plans for the drainage works must be submitted to and approved by the Engineering Division prior to the commencement of works.  The plans are to show sufficient information to determine that the drainage works will meet all drainage conditions of the permit.

4.

Engineering permits must be obtained for new or altered vehicle crossings and for new connections to the Council drains and these works are to be inspected by Council (telephone 9518-3690)

5.

The redundant crossings are to be removed and reinstated with kerb and channel to the satisfaction of Council.

6.

The existing Paperbark street tree must not be removed or damaged.

7.

Tree planting should be kept clear of the drainage easement.

	That Council having considered Section 52 of the Planning and Environment Act 1987 and being satisfied that the grant of a permit would not cause material detriment to any person has not required that notice be given for Planning Application No. 36791.

The Council having considered planning application No. 36791 and all the matters required under Section 60 of the Planning and Environment Act 1987 decides to grant a planning permit under the provisions of the Monash Planning Scheme in respect of the land known and described as 101 Normanby Road, Notting Hill, for the purpose of the development of a 120 place childcare centre and associated car parking and playgrounds generally in accordance with the plans submitted with the application and subject to the following conditions, including the specified standard conditions set out in the Council’s “Town Planning Standard Conditions” adopted by the Council 16 September 2003.
  

	1.   Before the development and use starts, three copies of amended plans drawn to scale and dimensioned, must be submitted to and approved by the Responsible Authority.  When approved the plans will be endorsed and will then form part of the permit.

The plans must be generally in accordance with the plans submitted with the application, but modified to show :

a) Greater detail on the plans of the proposed 1.8 metre high fence that is setback 7.6 metres from the front (western) property boundary.

b) The new crossing a minimum of 1 metre clearance from any services in the naturestrip;

c) The location of any external plant/mechanical equipment located on the site and if located above the roof, details of screening which must be integrated as part of the architectural style of the building;

d) The location and design of any proposed electricity supply meter boxes/kiosks.  The electricity supply meter boxes/kiosks must be located at a distance from the street which is at or behind the setback alignment of buildings on the site or in compliance with Council’s “Guide to Electricity Supply Meter Boxes in Monash”;

e) The location of gas and water meters;

f) The location of any fire hydrants, booster assemblies, sprinkler control valves or booster assemblies which may be required and details of screening;

g) Modification to the proposed vehicle crossing so that the crossing is located at least 13 metres clear of the front of the bus stop, to allow a bus to prop without adversely affecting the access to the development.

h) The provision of a minimum of 39 on-site car parking spaces.

2.   The development and use as shown on the endorsed plans must not be altered without the written consent of the Responsible Authority.

3. No more than 120 children may be cared for in the childcare centre.

4.   

  A landscape plan prepared by a Landscape Architect or a suitably qualified or experienced landscape designer, drawn to scale and dimensioned must be submitted to and approved by the Responsible Authority prior to the commencement of any works.  The plan must show the proposed landscape treatment of the site including:-

· the location of all existing trees and other vegetation to be retained on site

· provision of canopy trees with spreading crowns located throughout the site including the major open space areas of the development

· planting to soften the appearance of hard surface areas such as driveways and other paved areas

· a schedule of all proposed trees, shrubs and ground cover, which will include the size of all plants (at planting and at maturity), their location, botanical names and the location of all areas to be covered by grass, lawn, mulch or other surface material

· the location and details of all fencing

· the extent of any cut, fill, embankments or retaining walls associated with the landscape treatment of the site

· details of all proposed hard surface materials including pathways, patio or decked areas

When approved the plan will be endorsed and will then form part of the permit.

5.   Before the occupation of the buildings allowed by this permit, landscaping works as shown on the endorsed plans must be completed to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority and then maintained to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority.
6.   Before the use permitted is commenced, areas set aside for parked vehicles and access lanes as shown on the endorsed plans must be :

a) constructed to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority;

b) properly formed to such levels that they can be used in accordance with the plans;

c) surfaced with an all-weather sealcoat to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority;

d) drained, maintained and not used for any other purpose to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority;

e) line-marked to indicate each car space and all access lanes to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority.

Parking areas and access lanes must be kept available for these purposes at all times.

7. The driveway and parking area should be designed in accordance with Australian Standard for Off-Street Parking, AS/NZS 2890.1-2004, apart from the dimensions of car parking spaces and associated accessways which must be in accordance with the provisions of Clause 52.06-3 of the Monash Planning Scheme.

8. The gradient on and near access driveways should be a maximum of 1 in 20 (5%) between the edge of the frontage road and the property line, building alignment or pedestrian path and for at least the first 6 metres into the car park.

9. The proposed crossing is to be constructed in accordance with City of Monash standards.

10.   Any redundant vehicle crossings must be removed and the area reinstated with appropriate kerbing and channelling and then sown with grass to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority.

11.   Disabled access to the building and all access ramps must be provided to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority. All work carried out to provide disabled access must be constructed in accordance with Australian Standards Design for Access and Mobility, AS 1428.

12.   The construction works associated with the permitted use/development and/or subdivision must only be carried out during the following hours:

· Monday to Friday (inclusive) – 7am to 6pm;

· Saturday – 9am to 1pm; 

· Saturday – 1pm to 5pm (Only activities associated with the erection of buildings.  This does not include excavation or the use of heavy machinery);

unless otherwise approved in writing by the Responsible Authority.

13. Prior to the commencement of works on the site, the owner shall prepare a Waste Management Plan for the collection and disposal of garbage and recyclables for all uses on the site.  The Waste Management Plan shall provide for:

a)
The method of collection of garbage and recyclables for the  use;

b)
Designation of methods of collection including the need to provide for private services;

c)
Appropriate areas of bin storage on site and areas for bin storage on collection days;

d)
Measures to minimise the impact upon local amenity and on the operation, management and maintenance of car parking areas;

e)
Litter management.

A copy of this plan must be submitted to Council.

14.   The loading and unloading of goods from vehicles must only be carried out on the land.
15.   Vehicles under the control of the operator of the use or the operator's staff must not be parked on the nearby roads.
16.   No form of public address system may be installed so as to be audible from outside the building/site.

17.   Outdoor lighting must be designed, baffled and located to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority to prevent any adverse effect on adjoining land.
18.   No equipment, services, architectural features or structures of any kind, including telecommunication facilities, other than those shown on the endorsed plans shall be permitted above the roof level of the building unless otherwise agreed to in writing by the Responsible Authority.

19.   No bin or receptacle or any form of rubbish or refuse shall be allowed to remain in view of the public and no odour shall be emitted from any receptacle so as to cause offence to persons outside the land.

20.   Adequate provision shall be made for the storage and collection of garbage and other solid wastes and these facilities are to be located on the site to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority.

21. All on-site stormwater is to be collected from hard surface areas and must not be allowed to flow uncontrolled into adjoining properties.  The on-site drainage system must prevent discharge from the driveway onto the footpath.  Such a system may include either:

a) a trench grate (175mm minimum internal width) located within the property; and/or

b) shaping the driveway so that water is collected in a grated pit on the property; and/or

c) another Council approved equivalent.

22. Stormwater discharge is to be detained on-site to the predevelopment level of peak stormwater discharge.  Approval of any detention system is required from the City of Monash, the Responsible Authority, prior to works commencing.

23.   Before the development starts, a site layout plan drawn to scale and dimensioned must be approved by the Responsible Authority.

The plans must show a drainage scheme providing for the conveying of the stormwater to the nominated point of discharge.  The nominated point of discharge is the south-west corner of the property where it must be collected and free drained to the 675 mm Council drain via the existing pit in Normanby Road to be constructed to Council Standards.  

24. Any new drainage work within the road reserve or connections into a Council easement drain requires the approval of Council’s Engineering Division prior to the works commencing.  Three copies of the plans for the drainage works must be submitted to and approved by the Engineering Division prior to the commencement of works.  The plans are to show sufficient information to determine that the drainage works will meet all drainage conditions of the permit.  A refundable security deposit of $1000 is to be paid prior to the drainage works commencing.

Expiry of Permit

Notes:

1.   Building approval must be obtained prior to the commencement of the above approved works.
2.   Premises used for the sale or storage of food in any manner whatsoever are to be registered under the Food Act and require Council approval via the Chief Environmental Health Officer before occupation.
3.   Unless no permit is required under the planning scheme, no sign must be constructed or displayed without a further permit.
4. No structures, building works, paving or similar are to be constructed over the western most easement.
5. A drainage contribution will not be accepted in lieu of a detention system.

6. Stormwater detention requirements may be obtained from the City of Monash prior to the design of any stormwater detention system.

7.   Prior to any work being carried out on-site the owner is to confirm the precise location of the point of discharge.  If the point of discharge cannot be located then the City of Monash Engineering Division must be notified immediately of the discrepancy so that the issue can be resolved.

8.   Engineering permits must be obtained for new or altered vehicle crossings and for new or altered connections to Council drains and these works are to be inspected by Council. (telephone 95183409).
9. Tree planting should be kept clear of the drainage easement.
10. A licensed Surveyor or Civil Engineer (who is a Registered Building Practitioner) must certify that the stormwater detention system including all levels, pits, pipes and storage volumes is constructed in accordance with the approved plans.  The certifier’s registration number must be included on the certificate.
