= The second (east) synthetic ground doesn't get its own shelter. There is not much
space near the training nets but this is a problem right now because the existing
shelter is too far away. This probably should have been incorporated with the
coaches’ box when it was developed.

= The management of cricket balls going into the ever-growing trees and scrub on
the east side of the turf oval has not been considered. During summer snakes are
active in these areas and it is not ideal to have players searching for balls.

This is a good suggestion, however, the coaches’ box is probably still too far away
to make the shelter practical. Suggested that the cricket club purchase a 3m x 3m
pop-up marquee and use this when required to provide shelter on hot or wet days.

This issue wasn't raised during discussions with the cricket club, however, it is
agreed that it could be an ongoing issue. It is suggested that Council and the club
investigate options to mitigate cricket balls going into the bushland.

Recommended that the masterplan be amended:

e Add the following to annotation No. 10, ‘Install seating under the
shelter with views to the southern sports fields’.

e Add the following to annotation No. 21, ‘Investigate options to
mitigate cricket balls going into the bushland along the eastern
boundary’.

6 v The submission supports the plan, and notes the following:

The present sharp bend with the narrow bridge has several issues but
not restricted sight lines. The sharp bend slows the cycle traffic but being so
narrow, there is always the danger that someone may collide with a cyclist going
in the opposite direction.

= The wetland is heavily vegetated and there are few birds to be seen from the bird
hide. I would be inclined to leave it as it is, except remove the mesh and have
larger viewing portals instead, or cut larger slots in the mesh.

The masterplan supports changes to the bridge to improve safety.

The suggestions made to improve the bird hide are noted, and will be considered.
